Whilst this was a relatively straight forward decision, Moss 
deserves some praise for his decisiveness and also for negotiating into an excellent position to 
judge the incident. There was only one caution during the course of the match, correctly 
shown to Bournemouth goalkeeper Artur Boruc.
